Under the PetroCaribe agreement, Venezuela provides oil under preferential terms

to Cuba, Honduras, Guatemala, the Dominican Republic and every CARICOM



nation except Haiti, Barbados and Trinidad and Tobago. The PetroCaribe

agreement was created in June 2005.
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
